Little Red Reading Hood-

· Return to the Island? Max came back etc. 

The Hundred Decker Bus-
· Role play (pretending to be on a bus). 
· Last fold-out page (where are the people at the top of the decker?) – the deck needs filling, but with what? http://blogshank.com/resources/ 
· Commands – waiting at the bus stop. Y2’s sequencing how to get onto the bus. 
· Create own bus journey/map

Space Tortoise-
· Once, in a small field, in a small village, in a small back garden, there lived… (repetition). 
· Discuss Tortoise’s journey – desert but a sand pit (ordinary things become something different). 
· Journey story for a creature finding a friend. 
	Hermelin-
· Past progressive (it was a brave new day at CRPS… Mrs Murrey was… Mrs Ostler was…) children to go and investigate, writing sentences about progressive tense. 
· Persuasive letter to be his assistant (Hermelin writes to children to explain why he needs a helper). Y2 GD to explain why they would be good for the job (give children reasons to answer). 
· Narrative – Hermelin is too busy to write his own detective story (e.g. can’t find something, looks everywhere etc, then found). 

Jim & The Beanstalk- 
· Character descriptions of Giant, compare to Jim
· Alternative endings to the story
· Open ended beanstalk adventure 
· Letter from Jack to the classroom (how can I stop the Giant from coming down?)


Grandad’s Secret Giant-
· Deep think: are giants good or bad? How do you know? Grid for comparisons (e.g. story name, good giant/bad giant).
· Grammar opportunities on Julie’s website. 
· Information text for giants. 
· Do you remember when… recount of the Giant’s brave deeds (e.g. stopped the oak falling in the wind).

	The Big Book of The Blue-
· Choose a few creatures, children to research/learn about the animals, fact file on animals. 

Above & Below (sea & shore)- 
· Similar style planning to above & below last year (secret garden), making flap books.

The Enormous Crocodile-
· Writing own tricks (e.g. goes into staff room and disguises himself as a teacher’s chair but it goes wrong!)
· Report writing (watch out, he might trick you. Tricks he might do…)
· Vocabulary focus, drawing out adjectives, expanded noun phrases. 

	The Vanishing Lake-
· Explore word ‘vanish’ – connotations. 
· Description of the lake (adjectives), describing the playground (a mostly ordinary playground, something peculiar). 
· Where has the water vanished to?
· Writing tasks: vanishing cake, teacher etc. 
· Last page, author’s note for Adderbury (Lucy Plackett Park? St Mary’s etc).  

The Night Pirates- 
· Openings – look at all the books throughout the year, compare. 
· Version of the story as themselves, seeing the pirates, “can I join the pirates?” – they go to an island.  Boxing up the story. 
· Wanted poster for Tom – why would they want to capture him? 
· Similes – as stealthy as…
· Letter – explaining that they would love to join the pirates on their adventure and why.
· Postcard home – what they’ve seen and done on their adventure. 
· Command – explaining to new pirates how to become one. 
· Persuasion – why being a pirate would be fun.
